Hepatitis A is a liver infection
caused by the hepatitis A virus. For
most people, hepatitis A is a short
term illness and goes away on its
own. For people who are
immunocompromised or who have
chronic liver disease, hepatitis A
can be more serious and lead to
hospitalization.  2 doses, 6 months apart

3 doses, within 6 months
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Hepatitis B is a liver infection
caused by the hepatitis B virus. It
can be both short term or long
term. Chronic Hepatitis B is not
curable, but can be managed as
a medical condition. Not
everybody requires treatment.
